When | registered to vote as a Re-
publican, | was told | would not be able to vote as there were no Republican candidates. | then
joined the Orange County Young Republican Club when former Congressman Lou Frey was
president.

William F. (Bill) Austin, a native Floridian from
Umatilla, and | were married in 1965. We had two chil-
dren, daughter Joy Austin Ashlock and son William F.

(Ric) Austin IV. In 1974 we built our home and moved to
Lake Mary where | still live. We hosted many fundraisers
for Republican candidates ranging from mayors, represen-
tatives, senators to governors. Bill was killed in 1978 in a
private plane crash. In the years following, | was involved
in several business and real estate ventures including Aus-
tin Fertilizer and Chemical Co., Inc. and Ellman Battery.

| was chosen by President Reagan as one of 100
women to the National Womené6s Coalition to
grams for women. | was also a member of the Council of
76, Tiger Bay Club, Lake Mary Planning and Zoning and
was Vice Chairman of the Lake Mary Board of Adjust-
ments. | also served on the Board of Trustees for Florida
Executive Women and was the Chairman of the Board of
Trustees for Seminole Community College as well as on _ _
the Board of Directors for the Florida Symphony Orchestra Connie Austin
and the Greater Seminole Chamber of Commerce. | Serve s - — ——————
as President of Coeur de Coeur and on the Executive Board
of Femmes de Coeur. Also | was active in the Florida Hos-
pital Foundation and Winter Park Hospital Development Council.

In 1994 | married Don Rogers. We enjoyed traveling, collecting Indian artifacts and La-
lique crystal. All my family live nearby including my sister Carol Perry, who is an active mem-
ber of SRWC. Daughter Joy and husband Alan are the parents of my only grandchild, a delight-
ful and adorable almostykearold named Sydney Joy. She fills our lives with joy and laughter
and told everyone that she was voting for McCain. We believe in training them young!

My health has not been good and my activities are limited. | miss not being able to at-
tend most of the political functions and being with old friends who were so instrumental in
building the Republican Party in Seminole County. My affiliation with the Republican Party
has given me some of the most memorable events of my life including a VIP pass to the RNC
Convention and Reagand6s inauguration!
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
